In 2000, the U.S. signed the Transnational Organized Crime Convention and its two Protocols, including the Protocol against Trafficking in Persons. In 2004, the executive branch forwarded the documents to the Senate recommending ratification.

The 2003 Protect Act makes it illegal for U.S. citizens and legal permanent residents to travel outside the United States to engage in sexual acts with children.
