Report
Taking advantage of the space provided by the South American Conference on Migration (CSM), the concern of the Member States of the Regional Conference on Migration (RCM) was expressed regarding the significant challenges faced in managing extra-continental migration flows, specifically from some African and Asian countries. 

Cultural and language barriers were mentioned; in addition, the absence or limited presence of consular authorities from countries of origin of extra-continental migrants; difficulties relating to the identification and documentation of these migrants; the significant resources that need to be disbursed by Member States of RCM in order to provide appropriate accommodation, food, health care and other services to extra-continental migrants; etc.
Furthermore, different actions being implemented by RCM to address the above-mentioned challenges were presented. Specifically, they are:
1. Establishment of an Ad Hoc Group to discuss, analyse and determine actions to address extra-continental migration flows in the region of the Member States of RCM. 
2. A direct dialogue with the countries of origin of extra-continental migrants. Specifically, two meetings have been held to date – one in Mexico City in September 2012 and the other in Washington DC in November 2013.
3. Establishment of a dialogue with the South American Conference on Migration (CSM).

In regard to the latter, the background was presented: RCM requested an initial meeting with CSM, which was held in Quito, Ecuador in 2011 with support from IOM. The troikas of both Conferences attended the meeting. The primary conclusion of the meeting was the possibility to establish a mechanism to exchange information about extra-continental migration flows between both Conferences. 

In November 2012, Panama as President Pro Tempore (PPT) of RCM and the Coordinator of the RCM Technical Secretariat attended the XII CSM held in Santiago, Chile. The situation of extra-continental migration flows in the region was briefly presented to CSM at the meeting. 

Subsequently, the Troika of CSM attended the meeting of the Regional Consultation Group on Migration in December 2012. At the meeting, Member States of RCM presented to the Troika of CSM the challenges faced by RCM in managing extra-continental migration flows and insisted on the possibility to establish a mechanism to exchange information, including the possibility of sharing copies of the passports used by extra-continental migrants to enter the continent. 

Finally, the PPT requested that Member States of CSM discuss the possibility of continuing the dialogue between both Conferences, with the aim of not only advancing toward the establishment of an information exchange mechanism but in addition, seeking joint solutions to enable both regions to improve the management of extra-continental migration flows.
During the discussion, Colombia as PPT of CSM reacted positively and urged the Member States of CSM and the CSM Technical Secretariat to discuss this possibility of collaboration. However, the request by RCM or the topic in question was not reflected in the Final Declaration (attached to this Report).
